Louis-Marie Cordonnier, Louise de Bettignies. It is a fun way to discover the city!

Old Lille and Euralille 1

give way to the resolutely modern lines of Euralille 1, 
embodying the city’s contemporary vision.

Old Lille

most emblematic monuments, including the 
Palais Rihour, the Vieille Bourse*, the Opera 
House, the Notre-Dame de la Treille cathedral*, 
etc. Take advantage of the opportunity to soak 
up the atmosphere of a city renowned for its 
art of living.

Old Lille and the Hospice 
Comtesse Museum

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EXPRESS TOURS 

Around the Grand Place  

25 people maximum      1h

Heart of the city, the Grand Place is the favourite 
meeting place for the people of Lille. Let yourself be 
carried away by the whirlwind of styles and colours 
of the buildings that surround the square, observe 
the remarkable details of the Vieille Bourse* and let 
yourself be enchanted by the Goddess fountain, the emblem at the heart of this space.

Old Lille, 
from the Palais Rihour 
to the Îlot Comtesse

25 people maximum      1h

Fall under the spell of Old Lille and let us tell you 
the secrets of its history and heritage. Discover the 
most emblematic buildings, from the Place Rihour 
to the Îlot Comtesse.

The town hall belfry 
18 people maximum, 
17 if the tour is guided      45 minutes

Once you have climbed the first 100 steps, take the 
lift (or walk if you’re feeling brave) to the top of the 
belfry... and enjoy a 360° panoramic view of Lille and its 
surroundings, the Lys valley and even the Flanders hills 
on a clear day. 
The refurbished belvedere will give you all the keys you need to understand the development of 
the city, from its origins to its contemporary metamorphoses.

Euralille 1 

25 people maximum      1h

Explore Euralille, a project that 
has redesigned an entire district 
of the city by calling on the 
great contemporary masters of 
architecture and town planning. 
A testament to its cross-border 
scope, this forward-looking site 
stands like an “architectural fracture” at the gateway to the historic city. Immerse yourself in the 
first era of Euralille, where a dynamic business centre, housing, shops, a park and lively public 
spaces come together.

From the Grand Place to the Porte de Paris

25 people maximum      1h
Departing from the Grand Place, 
this tour offers you an experience 
combining the old and the new. As you 
walk up one of its oldest streets, to the 
Porte de Paris erected to the glory of 
Louis XIV, you will discover the Church 
of Saint-Maurice*, the luxurious hotel 
that brought the Hospice Gantois back 
to life and the Town Hall with its belfry. 
Finally, immerse yourself in the heart of 
a dynamic and lively district, around the 
Gare Saint Sauveur.

Lille through the centuries 

2h

Board your coach for a journey through the eras that 
have shaped Lille. Discover the history of the city, 
from its Flemish origins through the Burgundian and 
Spanish periods, to its metamorphosis into a major 
French metropolis. With the help of a guide, discover 
the traces of the city’s expansion and the evolution of 
its architecture.

Lille by coach and old town

Let us guide you from the Noble Tower, a 
Burgundian vestige, to the Square du Réduit, witness to the 
French conquest, then to the Royal Gate of the citadel, a 
testament to the genius of Vauban. A visit full of historical 
charm and architectural discoveries awaits you.

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L’Échappée Bière
Is the north of France a 
beer region? Beer has 
certainly left its mark on 
the region. L’Échappée 
Bière offers a range of beer

Brasserie Célestin
With a microbrewery in

All stages (brewing, fermentation, 
bottling) are carried out on site. And, of course, the 
tour will be followed by a craft beer tasting session.

Food Mood Tour:

Cooking as a group! L’Atelier 
des Chefs offers you the chance 
to create a class that is just like 
you, while respecting one basic 
principle: you taste what you have 
prepared together. Whatever the 
size of your group, whether you 
are used to using a pastry blender 

like a professional or you have never used a food 
processor before, this will be an unforgettable moment 
of conviviality.

Team Break
